Along with most parish churches, St. Albright's relies almost entirely on voluntary
giving. We have received grants for specific projects, such as for the new roof and
for our pioneering ministry, along with donations and legacies (some very generous)
plus fee income from weddings and the like, but the everyday running of the church
and our essential contribution to the wider Church, the diocese, comes from the
giving of individuals. There is no state aid or subsidy, something which many find
surprising. However, giving to the Church in terms of time and talents as well as
money, has always been a fundamental aspect of being a Christian - supporting
each other within the Christian community is a firm Biblical principle and one which
we achieve at St. Albright's. So giving is not just a worthy and good thing to do, it is
an important, vital, part of being Church and of continuing our witness and ministry
to the parish.

We now have a new card reader in church so that donations may be made using
a debit or credit card.

It is also possible to donate to St. Albright's online. There is a dedicated page on the
website to make giving much easier.

The Advent Collect

Almighty God, give us grace to cast away the works of darkness and to put on the
armour of light, now in the time of this mortal life, in which your Son Jesus Christ came
to us in great humility; that on the last day, when he shall come again in his glorious
majesty to judge the living and the dead, we may rise to the life immortal; through
him who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and
for ever.

Collect for Andrew the Apostle

Almighty God, who gave such grace to your apostle Saint Andrew that he readily
obeyed the call of your Son Jesus Christ and brought his brother with him: call us by
your word, and give us grace to follow you without delay and to tell the good news
of your kingdom; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with
you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Collect for Second Sunday of Advent

O Lord, raise up, we pray, your power and come among us, and with great might
succour us; that whereas, through our sins and wickedness we are grievously
hindered in running the race that is set before us, your bountiful grace and mercy
may speedily help and deliver us; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord,

to whom with you and the Holy Spirit, be honour and glory, now and for ever.

Collect for Third Sunday of Advent
O Lord Jesus Christ, who at your first coming sent your messenger to prepare your
way before you: grant that the ministers and stewards of your mysteries may likewise



so prepare and make ready your way by furning the hearts of the disobedient to the
wisdom of the just, that at your second coming to judge the world we may be found
an acceptable people in your sight; for you are alive and reign with the Father in the
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Collect for Fourth Sunday of Advent

God our redeemer, who prepared the Blessed Virgin Mary to be the mother of your
Son: grant that, as she looked for his coming as our saviour, so we may be ready to
greet him when he comes again as our judge; who is alive and reigns with you, in
the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Collect for Christmas Eve

Eternal God, who made this most holy night to shine with the brightness of your frue
light: bring us, who have known the revelation of that light on earth, to see the
radiance of your heavenly glory; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive
and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Collect for Christmas Day
Almighty God, you have given us your only begotten son to take our nature upon

him and as at this time to be born of a pure virgin: grant that we, who have been
born again and made your children by adoption and grace, may daily be renewed
by your Holy spirit; through Jesus Christ your son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with
you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Collect for Stephen, Deacon, Frist Martyr

Gracious Father, who gave the first martyr Stephen grace to pray for those who took
up stones against him: grant that in all our sufferings for the fruth we may learn to
love even our enemies and to seek forgiveness for those who desire our hurt, looking
up to heaven to him who was crucified for us, Jesus Christ, our mediator and
advocate, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, on God,
now and for ever.

Collect for John, Apostle and Evangelist

Merciful Lord, cast your bright beams of light upon the church: that, being
enlightened by the teaching of your blessed apostle and evangelist Saint John, we
may so walk in the light of your truth that we may at last attain to the light of
everlasting life; through Jesus Christ your incarnate Son our Lord, who is alive with
you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Collect for Holy Innocents

Heavenly Father, whose children suffered in the hands of Herod, though they had
done no wrong: by the suffering of your Son and by the innocence of our lives
frustrate all evil designs and establish your reigns of justice and peace; through Jesus
Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
one God, now and for ever.

A Prayer for the Middle East:

Almighty God, from all thoughts of truth and peace proceed: kindle we pray in the
hearts of all the frue love of peace, and guide with your pure and peaceable
wisdom those who take counsel for the nations of the earth, that in franquillity your



kingdom may go forward until the earth is filled with the knowledge of your love;
through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you in the unity of
the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

A Prayer for Ukraine:

God of peace and justice, we pray for the people of Ukraine today. We pray for
peace and the laying down of weapons. We pray for all those who fear for
tomorrow, that your Spirit of comfort would draw near to them. We pray for those
with power over war or peace, for wisdom, discernment and compassion to guide
their decisions.
