In this
fime the persons responsible for the church are the churchwardens, so in our case it
falls to Pam and Ravi to lead the parish. This most obviously involves finding clergy to
preside at Sunday services, but also to chair the PCC and to manage the business of
the church. The convention is that no major changes to liturgy or practice take
place during a vacancy — the wardens in collaboration with the PCC will “keep the
show on the road” as it were.
